Watch out for hosts that
don't list the frequency of
backups and who restores
them, you or them?

Ensure daily or weekly
backups are included in

your subscription.
BACKUPS

Every host says they're
fast, look at the details.

Look for SSD servers and
included CDN's.

SPEED

Almost every host provides
SSL but many offer it at
additional costs.

Every site needs to be SSL
secure now for Google,

look for included SSL
Security.

SSL

Many hosting companies
struggle in this area.  Look
deeper into the negative
reviews for specific issues
in this area.

This is one of the most
important aspects, but the

hardest to gauge without
direct experience.  Look for

Chat and Phone support.

Not every hosting
package is designed to
work with every type of
website.

Be sure to know your
